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1. European Record certificates.

4. European Masters Championships.
The Czech PF, with meet director Vladimir Mati, staged a nearly perfect organized European Masters in Pilsen.

5. World Games.
World Games were organized in Kaohsiung in Taiwan in July and was a big success for powerlifting as well as for the total organization.
At the closing ceremony, Ron Frölich - the President  of IWGA, declared the Games 2009 for the best ever.

All taking part in this large multisport event will never forget Kaohsiung and the very clever organizers. People were extremely friendly and helpful and all officials plus the 4000 volunteers did a perfect organization in all respect.
Kaohsiung was a modern city and a big voluntary communal work was done previous to the Games to clean up the whole city – we were told by people at the street.
The temperature was around 30 degrees the day around but one get used to it and the evening show with artists and fireworks at the World Games plaza gathered 10 000’s of peoples every evening throughout the 11 days of the Games.
The powerlifting competition lasted two days with 80 lifters all together and was nearly perfect organized by the Chinese Taipei Powerlifting Federation. 

The standard of the lifting was high with exciting fights about the medals.
This was a highlight for our best powerlifters and a medal in WG is equal to an Olympic medal for our sport.
In 2013 the World Games will be organized in Colombia.


6. National antidoping reports.
All IPF members shall send their Antidoping report every year to IPF to inform about the number of national doping tests in and out of competition. The date for such report is 31 March each year. If nations fail to report their antidoping activity the lifters will collect no team points at Worlds and also in the future be punished by a fine to IPF.
It is important for IPF to receive this information to make up statistics for reporting to WADA and IOC.
Following European nations have not sent in the report: Armenia, Belarus, Georgia, Greece and Serbia.
These nations are encouraged to send their reports as soon as possible. 
7. European Open Bench Press.
This championship was organized in Frydek-Mistek with the high technical standard which we are used to regarding championships organized by the Czeck PF. Thanks to the meet director Vladimir Mati.
